This site is for the non-specialist, and is concerned with interference. 

It has some amusing cartoons, is easy to read and covers a wide range of topics, including…

· Aviation/Aerospace 

· Marine 

· Electric vehicles 

· Railway systems 

· Power systems 

Each topic is introduced with at least one example of a real-life interference event. 

The cause of each event is discussed and links are provided to brief descriptions of the EMC techniques that could have been used to prevent it from happening. 

Techniques suitable for use by designers, and by installers or users, are described, along with numerous references for further investigation.
